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Executive Summary

The climate justice approach requires us to examine the climate crisis through a social prism
and to anticipate that this crisis, which impacts all of us, more materially harms underserved
and excluded population groups, socially, economically, and health-wise, thus widening
societal gaps. This approach recognizes that these groups in society are also the most
vulnerable to the effects of climate change, including higher temperatures, water scarcity,
floods, fires, increased food prices, extreme heat and air pollution. These population groups

do not have the tools and suitable resources needed for climate crisis readiness and

adaptation.

This holds true at the global level — developing countries are those that pay, and will pay, the
price of the excessive greenhouse gas emissions of the developed countries, and at the intra-
country level, even within the same city, where the poor and minority communities suffer
more from pollution and rising temperatures. Therefore, there is a need to examine the
readiness and transition to a low-carbon economy from an affirmative action and
underserved population protection perspective. The aim is to prevent a situation in
which the transition to renewable energy will strengthen the wealthy, increase
centralization, and give the well-off a significant advantage over underserved
population groups. The aim of climate justice also includes a call for equitable distribution
of the climate crisis burdens; equitable distribution of the crisis damages and equitable
distribution of the advantages of the transition to a green economy. By recognizing that the
climate crisis is a social crisis that has a devastating effect on the human rights of vulnerable

populations, the earlier we will recognize that tackling the crisis_requires a social

discussion. In doing so, action to address the climate crisis will not exclude, once again, the

most vulnerable populations in our society.

Therefore, Adam Teva V’Din presents the Climate Justice Report — to

place on the political, social and economic agenda the fact that a
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discussion of the climate crisis that lacks a solution for the vulnerable

populations in Israeli society is an incomplete discussion. The

convergence of inequality and lack of means creates a significant
adaptation disadvantage, and consequently directly impacts vulnerable and
underserved groups. A suitable climate change adaptation level, that
ideally reflects a balance between the risk level of harm from climate
hazards and the actions needed to mitigate this risk, depends on the
possible breadth of the solution and on the views of society and the

decision makers.

This report aims to define the term climate justice within a climate crisis reality; to
characterize and present the weak and vulnerable populations in Israeli society that will
be disproportionately harmed by the crisis; and to recommend a series of concrete
solutions, taking into consideration the full range of procedural and environmental aspects,
that will be translated into regulatory action of decision makers in Israel. The
recommendations presented in this report provide an opportunity to adopt a broad social-
environmental perspective in the State of Israel’s readiness to tackle the climate crisis. This
perspective proposes recognizing the importance of a just transition to renewable energy, and
to integrate social considerations into every action and policy for emissions reduction and

climate readiness.

As detailed in the report — the climate crisis can present an opportunity

and provide a springboard for the State of Israel to reduce inequality

and support underserved populations.

Key Findings

Legislative framework —The State of Israel does not have a legislative framework that

obligates the State to act optimally to reduce greenhouse gas emissions, to take preparatory
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steps to address climate crisis ramifications and act to mitigate harm to underserved

populations. The report presents legislative action and policies the State of Israel should

adopt through enactment of legislation of an equitable nature for a just transition to a green
economy. As the report shows, as long as there is no primary legislation, the judicial system
and the other government agencies will have difficulty including climate aspects in their
decisions. According to the report, the solution is primary climate legislation and legislation
of a basic law: environment, which will secure the normative status of the right to a healthy

environment as a universal human right.

The report recommends a policy promoting climate justice to be secured in legislation:

a discount applied to the household electricity bill for households with a low income; an
incentive to use electric vehicles; affordable green housing; budget support of underserved
populations with low climate resilience; support to farmers and landowners. The report
recommends establishing a fund to ensure a just transition, while addressing energy poverty.
The fund will focus on underserved populations and will provide resources to renovate
buildings and to transition to renewable energy sources in buildings; incentivize the transition
from private to public and shared transportation; promote reductions in taxes and energy
charges and enable provision of direct support to eligible persons to contend with increasing
transportation and energy prices. To integrate climate justice principles into the government’s
policy actions, a government office dedicated to environmental-climate justice and human
rights within the Prime Minister’s Office should be established and budgeted, in addition to
an inter-ministry council for environmental-climate justice. Resources from government
projects for underserved populations should be routed through these mechanisms. Finally,
the climate crisis must be officially recognized as an existential strategic threat, by placing
the climate crisis on the threats map of the State of Israel.

Climate justice-oriented planning — the report shows that the planning interface between

local and central government and between humans and their environment presents an
opportunity to mitigate the effects of the climate crisis in general, and impacts on underserved
populations in particular. The focus on urban planning as a central tool in readiness for the
climate challenges stems from the rapid urbanization in Israel. Despite progress in awareness

of surface runoff management and shading in the urban space, and of rising sea levels in
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coastline localities, a uniform and focused directive is lacking for all planning activity in
Israel. At present, the planning system does not have a directive to conduct “climate surveys”

for new plans.

The report presents recommendations for applying a planning policy promoting

climate justice: in order to identify areas that require investment of resources and focused

assistance, areas in Israel sensitive and vulnerable to climate crisis damage must first be
characterized: the government must map the population, backed by a government resolution,
based on the characteristics of areas with high potential for climate crisis damage such as
densely built areas; impermeable building materials; sparse vegetation and deficient sewage
infrastructures. Budgets should be allocated for new sustainable and affordable housing for
underserved populations and for creating a network of climate shelters in vulnerable
neighborhoods in the city. Furthermore, adding a “climate appendix” to every plan must be
required through legislation or regulations, and integration of its conclusions into the plan
must be binding. Prior outline plans will be amended in a statutory procedure to ensure
planning in accordance with climate change readiness. The new policy must be supported by
a government budget to local authorities for preparing climate readiness plans.

Local heat islands in Israel and inequality in allocation of open areas — the report shows

that the contribution of open areas in general, especially urban open areas, is important for
climate change readiness. City readiness through surface runoff management, shading and
promoting walkability requires availability of open spaces in the city, reasonably dispersed
and in a reasonable amount, which is not the case in most urban localities in Israel. Moreover,
as the report shows, trees are of special importance in the urban space, as they provide shade,
enable walkability, and fill many climate readiness functions. Trees absorb some of the heavy
air pollution and the greenhouse gas emissions in cities; reduce noise hazards; help mitigate
floods and storms; serve as a primary source of shade and contribute to temperature reduction
—even up to 3-5°C. In fact, trees are the most accessible, inexpensive and available means of
raising urban quality of life and promoting climate change readiness. However, as the report
shows, significant inequality exists in the allocation of trees and of open and green areas in
the various local governments in Israel. This in turn exacerbates the phenomenon of heat

islands, which hinder the ability to spend time and move around in the urban space.
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The report presents numerous studies that point to the relationship between the hottest areas
in cities and the concentration of low socio-economic populations. Consequently, those who
suffer more from the urban heat island phenomenon belong to the most vulnerable
populations, with low climate change adaptability. The report indicates that people of means
will always have the ability to change their place of residence or to vacation in cooler and
greener locations, while these possibilities are limited for most of the public. Therefore, there
Is a need to act to use existing or planned public space in cities for climate change readiness,
equitably and justly. The report also shows that the Arab localities in Israel suffer from almost
a total lack of open areas. Studies conducted in recent years indicate that the situation in these
localities has not changed over the past decades, with a serious shortage of open spaces, to

the point of zero sqm per resident. Therefore, the report presents recommendations for

preventing local heat islands and for reducing inequality in the amount of open spaces:

mapping open areas in the city, focusing on areas with a concentration of low socio-economic
populations; also mapping urban nature sites and conducting a survey of trees, to allow for
setting goals for planting trees and for shading, upgrading the surface runoff management
system by pooling and holding in open areas, promoting walkability in the city and more.
Furthermore, the official directive regarding minimum open spaces per person must be
addressed in planning and construction plans. The regulator must provide professional and
budget assistance, including accompaniment of professionals, in formulating locality tree
planting plans based on ambitious tree shade coverage goals; there is a need to train
professionals in every local authority, including continuing education training, in order to
provide up-to-date professional knowledge, present guidelines that must be followed, provide
information regarding knowledge hubs in the Ministry of Agriculture, guidelines regarding
shading and more. Finally, there is a need to secure the protection of trees in primary

legislation, including the requirement to publish the felling permit on the tree.

Research-based climate policy — the report shows that there is currently no reliable way to

measure the effectiveness of environmental and climate policy measures, particularly their

impact on inequality in Israel. The report proposes implementing a national climate

inequality and fairness index, that will be calculated as the average of emissions inequality
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and climate adaptation inequality, and this based on data that will be collected and calculated
regarding the amount of emissions and the ability to adapt by socio-economic decile. The
index will serve as the basis for decision-making based on reliable data with respect to
narrowing the climate gap and budget investments. It will be used to formulate policy that is
climate equity-sensitive and increases climate equity. Based on the index, the regulatory
agencies will be able to focus on reducing emissions in the upper socio-economic deciles, to
provide adaptation grants by socio-economic deciles, and to give priority in urban adaptation
programs to local governments from low socio-economic clusters. Over the years the index
will enable comparison of the current vs the desired state — narrowing gaps and optimal
adaptation ability of the underserved population. Thus, government decisions, climate
legislation and any other regulation will be able to address inequity based on reliable data,
and as part of the decision making strive to reduce this inequity.

Implement equitable water policy — water policy in Israel is biased towards the well-off.

As detailed in the report, reliance on desalination services that are greenhouse gas emission-
intensive will primarily harm underserved populations that have limited ability to adapt to
the impacts of the climate crisis. Furthermore, this reliance creates a centralized and
vulnerable water system, as well as higher water costs imposed on consumers, which places
a higher economic burden on underserved populations. This while every year Israel loses
about half the amount of rainfall to the flow of urban runoff to streams and the sea. Rainwater
has become a dangerous hazard due to accelerated construction that lacks planning and
environmental considerations. The climate crisis exacerbates this phenomenon. Alongside
deficient planning there are urban infrastructures neglected over many years and unsuited for

extreme events in up-to-date attribution scenarios. Therefore, the report recommends that

the primary regulator allocate resources and budgets to prepare readiness climate plans that
focus on treating urban runoff, equitably to weak and strong local governments alike; inter
alia, resources should be allocated to protect natural water sources and to restore polluted
natural water sources. Finally, there is an immediate need to make available flood forecasting
services in urban centers, contrary to the current situation in which the financial capacity of

local authorities determines their ability to take advantage of private prediction services.
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Just transition to a low carbon economy — the transition to a low carbon economy will lead

to increased energy prices due to taxes and regulation which governments will adopt
regarding polluting energy. At the same time, as the report shows, the climate policy may
disproportionately disadvantage households from the lower socio-economic strata, for whom
electricity costs account for a greater share in their total household consumption spending.
Moreover, high taxes on fuel and polluting vehicles will also hurt families who live in the
periphery and who must own a car in order to get to work. Finally, the transition to a low
carbon economy will result in inequitable distribution of the immediate and long-term
benefits stemming from the transition to green energy. Without government intervention
there is a growing likelihood that only the upper deciles will benefit from the gains of the
transition to green energy. The government must harness the underserved population groups,
incentivize them to take part in this transition and not allow for the transition to a green

economy at their expense and detriment. Therefore, the report recommendations

emphasize that government revenue from the tax increase must be designated to achieving
environmental goals, not to funding the country’s general budget. Accordingly, these monies
should be placed in a designated fund, which will be used for environmental goals and to

promote a just transition.

Climate justice in employment —as the report shows, the climate crisis offers an opportunity

to make changes across multiple systems in the transition to a green sustainable economy,
while creating millions of new “green” jobs globally and achieving the goals defined for
tackling the crisis. Therefore, alongside the loss of jobs due to declining polluting industries,

the report recommends taking steps for a just transition in employment, and the need

for government efforts and resources to create new jobs: the government must provide

grants, loans and tax breaks for green transportation projects, and promote circular economy
initiatives and clean energy studies that will open new employment opportunities.
Specifically, the government should invest in developing skills and in training programs for

new green employment opportunities emerging the world over.

Food security — the effects of climate change delay and harm crops, forests, fishing and
marine agriculture, as well as the ability of ecological systems to meet human needs.

Therefore, the report shows that food insecurity, from which many in Israel suffer today, is
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expected to increase. Therefore, the report recommends allocating budgets and promoting

government policy to develop sustainable agriculture and increase local production, as well
as advancing smart farming through expert training for farmers and those engaging in this
field. To avoid exacerbating existing food insecurity, the government must map all the
education institutions for the foreign worker community in order to examine possible
assistance to food programs; establish a joint thinking forum for food security among the
foreign worker community, headed by nutrition experts, and promote activity to save food
from budgeted municipal food frameworks, and its transfer to underserved populations and

to statusless individuals.

Access to environmental and climate information as a means of reducing inequality —

the report maintains that the aggressive decision-making dynamic particularly leaves outside
the decision making circle those groups that are especially vulnerable to climate changes.
Instead, a model of citizens ‘from below’ should be promoted, in which the public is a partner
to decisions about its future, including decisions regarding policy to tackle the climate crisis.
An essential part of this pertains to protecting the basic right of access to information, access
to public participation and access to justice, as the cornerstones of proper environmental

governance.

The report also shows that Israeli media fails utterly in coverage of the climate crisis and in
the ability to bring the ramifications and hazards of the crisis to the forefront and to the center
of the public agenda in Israel, despite data showing that the public seeks access to information
about the climate crisis. The report shows that this attitude of the media in Israel is an almost
perfect illustration of climate injustice in Israeli society. Underserved populations, who do
not pay for media with paywall protection, are unable to receive information about the
climate crisis. Therefore, information about its profound ramifications is inaccessible to
them, and they lack critical information that could help them adapt and ready themselves for
its harmful impacts. Also, due to their lack of information, underserved populations cannot
formulate a position regarding the need to contend with the climate crisis, and the general
public lacks awareness to demand that its elected officials take action on the issue. The

report presents recommendations for reducing inequality through access to

information. Thus, a multi-layer and multi-actor governance model must be adopted, while
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strengthening institutional reforms that support participatory planning and inclusion of the
most vulnerable in decision making, in addition to establishing direct participation
mechanisms, such as climate assemblies in cities; providing support for representation of
minority-focused organizations and social and environmental movements, and empowering
local communities to manage their resources. All this alongside amendment of the Freedom
of Information Law so as to allow for free unmediated access to environmental and climate
information. Finally, establish a training scheme for the media and make environmental

climate information accessible to all population strata.

The health system in Israel — the climate crisis is expected to lead to an increasing burden

on the health systems in Israel, due to the health ramifications accompanying increased
extreme weather (events) and the warming trend. As the report shows, underserved
populations are expected to suffer the primary harm — those who rely on the public health
system and lack the resources for climate adaptation. The most invisible and vulnerable
groups in society, such as the community of statusless people, who already suffer from
limited access to health services, will disproportionately suffer from the crisis impacts
compared to other groups in Israeli society. Therefore, the report recommends

strengthening implementation of the International Refugee Treaty in Israel by adopting and
applying legislation and procedures from a climate perspective. Strengthening their status
will affect the refugees’ health readiness and adaptation ability to the climate crisis.
Resources should also be allocated to weak local governments in order to establish a health
response for underserved populations during extreme weather events, alongside building
medical climate shelters; In addition, create an information network in all languages with
environmental climate information, that will include instructions on how to protect

themselves and reduce health risks during extreme weather events.

Inequitable impact on women —women, adolescent girls and little girls are more vulnerable

to the various harms of the climate crisis and suffer disproportionately from its impacts. The
climate crisis is a gender threat multiplier and accelerator, increasing women’s risk of
exposure to domestic violence and undermining their personal safety. At the same time,
women are also change agents needed to curb the climate crisis and to promote a low carbon

economy. The report presents recommendations for reducing the disproportionate
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impact of the climate crisis on women: the government of Israel must map and conduct a

study of gender and climate in order to formulate gender-sensitive climate policy and enact
designated legislation. Involvement of women in politics and their engagement in activism
leads to positive achievements and to enhanced environmental and climate outcomes.
Therefore, women should be given priority in filling key positions, in addition to increasing
their representation among decision makers, in order to carry out a more effective, equitable
and just policy; Investment in focused assistance programs promoting the economic
empowerment of women is also needed, inter alia through increased access to financial

resources and funding of initiatives headed by women — through designated legislation.

The climate crisis as a child rights crisis — the report discusses the Convention on the

Rights of the Child as a legal document that serves as a starting point for a discussion

of child rights in the climate crisis context. Children have long been recognized as an

especially vulnerable population to the climate crisis. Thus, while children are not
responsible for the decisions and actions that created the climate crisis, they bear the heavy
burden of its consequences and lack tangible influence on climate policy. As shown in the
report, the treaty obligates the member states - among them Israel - to take legislative,
administrative, and other action to ensure all the rights set forth in the Convention to all
children, also within the context of the climate crisis. The report also addresses possible
solutions for realizing children’s right of participation in climate decision making processes,

decisions whose ramifications the young generation will face.

The climate crisis and waste in_Israel — the report shows that Israel is among the leading

countries in generated waste per person. While most of the waste in the country goes to
landfill, the huge environmental and economic burden exacts a price mainly from weak local
governments that struggle under the burden. The report below presents evidence that the
underserved population differs from the well-off population in its consumption habits and
waste composition, impacting the effectiveness of implementing a policy of waste reduction
and separation at source. As specified in the report, the current policy does not specifically
address underserved populations and the use characteristics unique to these strata (lack of
information, social and economic factors). Therefore, as part of a just transition, and

according to the principles of climate justice, a change of policy should be considered, so
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that legislation will be accompanied by information and monetary support, which will serve

as a positive incentive for the desired behavioral change. The report presents

recommendations for a waste policy that takes into consideration the characteristics of

different populations, in order to tackle the climate crisis on the one hand and mitigate the
destructive consequences of the current landfill policy on the other hand and does so fairly
and justly. The report also points to the importance of implementing a national waste
treatment plan, which will consolidate efforts in different local governments according to the
waste composition and consumption habits, and will serve as an effective reduction impetus

alongside promoting climate justice principles.
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
